The Emeralds will look to go back-to-back years winning a championship as they host the Vancouver Canadians for Game one and Game two of the NWL Championship Series, and Games 3-5 will be at 
Vancouver. The Emeralds have had the Canadians' number all season long as they have gone 20-8 against them, the best record against any NWL opponent. Last week, the Emeralds outscored the 
Canadians 38-26.

(07/07) INF Carter Aldrete won Player of the Month for the month of June in the NWL. He batted .326/.381/.568 and led the league in hits (31), RBI (27) and total 
bases (54) and was second in home runs (six). He was third in average (.326), fourth in slugging percentage (.568) and OPS (.949) and fifth in runs scored 
(17). 
(07/08) EUG @ HIL: SS Casey Schmitt went 2-5 RBI 1B & 3RHR to drive in four of the five runs and win the game 5-4. 
(07/09) EUG @ HIL: 3B Carter Aldrete went 4-4 2RBI 1B, 1B, 2RHR, RBI 2B, HBP & R. He finished the night with 5 RBI total. 
(07/13, 07/14) SPO vs. EUG: CF Luis Matos and 1B Luis Toribio go back-to-back games with a home run. 
(07/13-07/16) SPO vs. EUG: 3B Luis Toribio goes back-to-back-to-back-to-back games with a home run and hits the team's fourth grand slam (07/15) of the season. 
Toribio started a new home run streak by going back-to-back on 07/26-07/27.
(07/22) EUG @ EVE: Emeralds' offense scored a total of 16 runs, the most scored in a game this season. C Pat Bailey hit the team's fifth grand slam of the season and 
drove in 5 runs. 
(07/19) INF Luis Toribio was named NWL Player of the Week. He hit .421, 8 H, 7 R, 10 RBI and 4 HR. 
(07/26-07/27) HIL vs. EUG: INF Luis Toribio started a new home run streak by going back-to-back. 
(07/30) HIL vs. EUG: OF Vaun Brown hit the sixth grand slam of the season.  
(07/31) HIL vs. EUG: 2B Jimmy Glowenke hit the seventh grand slam of the season. 
(08/07) EUG @ SPO: Emeralds' bats hit a total of four home runs in one game (Bailey,Pomares, Matos, Glowenke.)
